OREGON’S GROSS STATE PRODUCT

Manufacturing’s annualized growth of 7.8% between 2002 and 2006 helped to
solidify its position as the largest single contributor to Oregon’s private sector

GSP.

Wholesale Trade, Health Care, and Real Estate posted annualized growth in

excess of 4% between 2002 and 2006.

The five industries in the graph below accounted for roughly 59% of Oregon’s
private sector GSP between 2002 and 2006.

HOUSING VALUE & RENT IN OREGON

e Median home values grew from $160,185 to $236,600 between 2002 and 2006,
representing an annualized growth rate of 8.1% per year.

e Median monthly rent grew from $663 to $714 per month between 2002 and 2006,
representing an annualized growth rate of 1.5% per year.

® Median housing costs for owner-occupied homes with mortgages grew from

Average Wage (Bureau of Economic Analysis, United States)

Wage and salary disbursements consists of the monetary remuneration of employees,
including the compensation of corporate officers; commissions, tips, and bonuses; and
receipts in kind, or pay-in-kind, such as the meals furnished to the employees of
restaurants. It reflects the amount of payments disbursed, but not necessarily earned
during the year.

Average wage per job is wage and salary disbursements divided by the number of wage
and salary jobs (total wage and salary employment).

Average Wage (Oregon Employment Department)

Average wage in Oregon is computed by dividing total payrolls by covered employment.
This measure of average wages varies slightly from the Bureau of Economic Analysis’
estimates of average wage because of the use of covered employment versus total

employment. Covered employment and payroll is derived from unemployment insurance
tax reports submitted quarterly by employers subject to Employment Department law.

Conforming Mortgage (Fannie Mae & Freddie Mac)

A conventional single-family mortgage loan with an original principal balance that is
equal to or less than the applicable conforming loan limit, which is the applicable
maximum original principal balance for a mortgage loan that we are permitted by our
charter to purchase or securitize. The conforming loan limit is established each year by
OFHEO based on the national average price of a one-family residence. The current
conforming loan limit for a one-family residence in most geographic areas is $417,000.

Distress Communities (Oregon Economic and Community Development Department)
To determine whether a county is distressed or not, four factors were used to create an
index for the county. These factors are:

¢ Employment change (over the most recent period for which data is available)

® Average wage change (over the most recent period for which data is available)

¢ Annual unemployment rate relative to state (latest year for which data is

available)
e Per capita personal income relative to state (latest year for which data is available)

The index is a composite of these four factors. A county is distressed if its index is less
than 1.0 and non-distressed otherwise. If a county is distressed, all of its parts are
considered to be distressed. An index less than one shows that, on average, economic
conditions worsened for a county relative to the state over the period under consideration.

To determine whether an incorporated city or sub-city area in a non-distressed county is
distressed, four factors were used:

e Poverty rate (i.e. percent of the population in poverty)

® Per capita personal income

e Percent of population aged 25+ with college education

¢ Unemployment rate

If three or more of these factors were worse than a threshold value, then that place was
identified as distressed. The threshold value is a representative value for each of the four
factors in distressed counties.

Foreign Exports (International Trade Administration, United States)
Foreign exports are any actual shipment or transmission (including via electronic means)
of items out of the United States.

Gross State Product (Bureau of Economic Analysis, United States)

Gross State Product (GSP) is the value added in production by the labor and capital
located in a state. GSP for a State is derived as the sum of the gross state product
originating in all industries in a State. In concept, an industry's GSP, referred to as its
"value added", is equivalent to its gross output (sales or receipts and other operating
income, commodity taxes, and inventory change) minus its intermediate inputs
(consumption of goods and services purchased from other U.S. industries or imported).
Thus, GSP is often considered the state counterpart of the nation's gross domestic product
(GDP), BEA's featured measure of U.S. output. In practice, GSP estimates are measured
as the sum of the costs incurred and incomes earned in the production of GDP.

GSP for the nation differs from GDP for the following reasons: GSP excludes and GDP
includes the compensation of federal civilian and military personnel stationed abroad and
government consumption of fixed capital for military structures located abroad and for
military equipment, except office equipment; and GSP and GDP have different revision
schedules.

BEA prepares GSP estimates for 81 NAICS industries and 63 SIC industries. For each
industry, GSP is composed of three components:

1. compensation of employees
2. taxes on production and imports (TOPI)
3. gross operating surplus

Current dollar GSP and the current dollar components of GSP (compensation of
employees, taxes on production and imports, and gross-operating surplus) are presented
in millions of current dollars.

Median Household Income (United States Census Bureau)

This measure represents the middle value (if n is odd) or the average of the two middle
values (if n is even) in an ordered list of data values. The median divides the total
frequency distribution into two equal parts: one-half of the cases fall below the median
and one-half of the cases exceed the median.

Household income is the sum of money income received in calendar year by all
household members 15 years old and over, including household members not related to
the householder, people living alone, and other nonfamily household members. Included
are in the total are amounts reported separately for wage or salary income; net self-

employment income; interest, dividends, or net rental or royalty income or income from
estates and trusts; Social Security or Railroad Retirement income; Supplemental Security
Income (SSI); public assistance or welfare payments; retirement, survivor, or disability
pensions; and all other income.

Median Housing Value (United States Census Bureau)

This measure represents the middle value (if n is odd) or the average of the two middle
values (if n is even) in an ordered list of data values. The median divides the total
frequency distribution into two equal parts: one-half of the cases fall below the median
and one-half of the cases exceed the median.

Value is the respondent's estimate of how much the property (house and lot, mobile home
and lot, or condominium unit) would sell for if it were for sale.

Median Rent, Contract Rent (United States Census Bureau)

This measure represents the middle value (if n is odd) or the average of the two middle
values (if n is even) in an ordered list of data values. The median divides the total
frequency distribution into two equal parts: one-half of the cases fall below the median
and one-half of the cases exceed the median.

Contract rent is the monthly rent agreed to or contracted for, regardless of any
furnishings, utilities, fees, meals, or services that may be included.

OFHEO Index (Office of Federal Housing Oversight)

The Office of Federal Housing Enterprise Oversight (OFHEQ) estimates and publishes
quarterly house price indexes for single-family detached properties using data on
conventional conforming mortgage transactions obtained from the Federal Home Loan
Mortgage Corporation (Freddie Mac) and the Federal National Mortgage Association
(Fannie Mae). The house price indexes published by OFHEO -- hereafter referred to
collectively or individually as the “HPI” -- are based on a modified version of the
weighted-repeat sales (WRS) methodology proposed by Case and Shiller (1989)".

Quarterly house price indexes are reported for the nation, the nine U.S. Census divisions,
and the 50 states and the District of Columbia, and are scheduled for release
approximately two months after the end of the previous quarter. The HPI for each
geographic area is estimated using repeated observations of housing values for individual
single-family residential properties on which at least two mortgages were originated and
subsequently purchased by either Freddie Mac or Fannie Mae since January 1975. As of
December 1995 there were over 6.9 million repeat transactions in the national sample.
The use of repeat transactions on the same physical property units helps to control for
differences in the quality of the houses comprising the sample used for statistical
estimation. For this reason the HPI is described as a “constant quality” house price index.

The HPI provides broad geographic coverage by virtue of the national operations of the
two government sponsored housing enterprises. This is one of the key advantages of an
index based on enterprise data. There are, however, some limits to the coverage of the
HPI. The HPI is produced using data on single-family detached properties financed by
conforming conventional mortgages purchased by the enterprises. Thus, mortgage
transactions on attached and multi-unit properties, properties financed by government
insured loans, and properties financed by mortgages exceeding the conforming loan
limits determining eligibility for purchase by Freddie Mac or Fannie Mae are excluded.
The HPI is updated each quarter as additional mortgages are purchased by the Enterprises
and used to identify additional repeat transactions for the most recent quarter and all
previous quarters.

Per Capita Personal Income (Bureau of Economic Analysis, United States)
Personal income is the income that is received by persons from all sources. It is
calculated as the sum of wage and salary disbursements, supplements to wages and
salaries, proprietors' income with inventory valuation and capital consumption
adjustments, rental income of persons with capital consumption adjustment, personal
dividend income, personal interest income, and personal current transfer receipts, less
contributions for government social insurance.

This measure of income is calculated as the personal income of the residents of a given
area divided by the resident population of the area. In computing per capita personal
income, BEA uses the Census Bureau's annual midyear population estimates.

Poverty Rate (United States Census Bureau)

Following the Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB’s) Directive 14, the Census
Bureau uses a set of money income thresholds that vary by family size and composition
to detect who is poor. If a family’s total income is less than that family’s threshold, then
that family, and every individual in it, is considered poor. The poverty thresholds do not
vary geographically, but they are updated annually for inflation with the Consumer Price
Index (CPI-U). The official poverty definition counts money income before taxes and
excludes capital gains and noncash benefits (such as public housing, medicaid, and food
stamps).

Venture Capital (PricewaterhouseCoppers MoneyTree Report)

Venture capital includes seed/start-up stage, early , expansion, and later stage investments
in companies. The seed/start-up stage is the initial stage. The company has a concept or
product under development, but is probably not fully operational and has usually been in
existence less than 18 months. In the early stage, the company has a product or service in
testing or pilot production. In some cases, the product may be commercially available.
May or may not be generating revenues. Early stage companies are usually in business
less than three years. The expansion stage occurs when a product or service is in
production and commercially available. The company demonstrates significant revenue
growth, but may or may not be showing a profit. An expansion stage company is usually
in business more than three years. Finally, later stage companies produce a product or
service that is widely available. The company is generating on-going revenue; probably

positive cash flow, and is more likely to be (but not necessarily) profitable. This group
may also include spin-outs of operating divisions of existing private companies and
established private companies.

The MoneyTree report records cash for equity investments as the cash is actually
received by the company (also called a tranch) as opposed to when financing is
committed (often referred to as a "term sheet") to a company. Accordingly, the amount
reported in a given quarter may be less that the total round amount committed to the
company at the time when the round of financing closed. The report also tracks the
number of tranches a company has received but does not track rounds of investment.
