OREGON'’S FOREIGN EXPORTS

e Between 2006 and 2007 export growth in Oregon (8.0%) trailed the national

average (10.0%).
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e Over the last five years, Oregon export growth to China has increased by 20% per

year.

Roughly 50% of Oregon’s total exports go to countries in Asia.

e Crop Production’s share of total exports surged three and one-half percentage
points between 2006 (9.75%) and 2007 (13.33%).

e The dominant export industry in Oregon is Computer and Electronic Products and
accounted for 38% of Oregon’s exports in 2007.
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e Export growth in Medford, Portland-Vancouver-Beaverton, and Salem exceeded
Oregon’s export growth rate over the 2005-2006 time period.
e The Portland-Vancouver-Beaverton Metropolitan Area accounted for the majority

of Oregon’s exports for 2006.
